The North Annex 
houses the lower 
elementary, K-2, 
on the main floor.  
In the basement, 
there is a Title I 
room, Family 
Consumer 
Science room, 
and the school’s 
lunchroom.
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Our High School, 
located at the 
south end of the 
campus, offers a 
fully accredited 
curriculum 
approved by the 
Iowa Department 
of Education.
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After the high school 
was completed in 
’61, the district 
decided to add on 
to the back of the 
high school wing 
a large industrial 
arts area where 
students could 
create excellent 
woodwork.
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This beautiful 
playground was 
constructed in the 
90’s with the help 
of the entire 
community!
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In the nineties, Walnut 
CSD worked towards 
creating a facility with 
a more modern look 
and function.  It was 
completed in 1999, 
and replaced the 
“cattle chute” 
connection of the 
past between the K-8 
building and the 
younger high school 
wing.
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The new addition 
creates many 
new spaces to 
improve the 
Walnut student’s 
learning environs.

To the upper left is 
the New Gym, 
and below are 
more classrooms.
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The ICN room, or Iowa 
Communications 
Network, allows 
students and staff to 
participate in 
distance learning!

This technology room 
offers a computer 
curriculum to the K-8 
population.  Although 
the computers are 
desktops (PC), they are 
also wireless.
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Our new addition brought to the school a 
new band room and a new vocal music 
room.
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The New Gym has 
raised the spirits 
of our Walnut 
Warriors to new 
heights.  Walnut 
has won district 
honors in 
volleyball this 
past year!
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In July, 2003, 
Walnut CSD 
acquired a day 
care.  A modular 
was purchased 
and placed at the 
north end of the 
campus.  Our day 
care service, 
Koala-ty, is open 
to the public.
